Course Descriptions

Water Sports:

Join other women as they surge into the sports of kayaking and canoeing.  Learn safety and familiarize yourself with the strokes used in non-white water boating. (Remember to bring a change of clothes, as you  might get wet).

Shotgun: 

A certified instructor will teach you basic shotgun safety, handling and cleaning.  Includes practice time shooting thrown clays.

Hand Gun: 

A certified instructor will teach you basic handgun safety, handling and cleaning.  Includes practice time shooting on a pistol range.

Fly Fishing:

Instructors will introduce you to fishing techniques for excellent fly fishing.  Each class includes some hands on time with the fishing poles, practicing what you learn by trying to drop that cast where it belongs.
Archery:

A hands-on archery instructor will teach you the basic skills needed to safely hunt or target shoot with a bow.  There will be plenty of time for practice and personalized instruction.

Dutch Oven Cooking:
Pay attention during this class…you’re cooking lunch for everyone else.  This is an overview introduction to everything from curing your oven to cooking with dutch ovens.  Get lots of hands on time using time honored recipes.  Includes a “cook book”  handout so you can get started on your own, making great meals.

First Aid:

What do you do if someone is hurt and it’s a long way to the nearest doctor – or maybe things are severe enough you need to help while the doctor is on his way?  This class will take you through the necessary steps to take the right action.
